TOURNAMENT RULES 

1) Open to all IBEW union members, four fishermen per team, at least one IBEW union member per 

team. Travelling brothers and sisters will be asked to provide a dues receipt to verify affiliation at 

the Captain’s Meeting. 

2) All state, coast guard, and federal regulations shall apply at all times. 

3) All legal methods of fishing will be permitted. 

4) Refunds of entry fees are at the discretion of the tournament official. 

5) The Local 8 tournament will take place on August 27th, 2022, followed by weigh in and party. 

Make-up date will be August 28th, 2022. 

6) This is an eight-hour tournament, starting at 7am and going until 4pm. Boats must not leave 

harbor until start time. One team member must be at check in with cooler to weigh. Check in is at 

4pm at the Local 8 shelter house. A pound will be deducted per 5 minutes late. 

7) The tournament will be rescheduled to the Make-Up date, only if there is a small craft advisory 

issued by 6:30 a.m., on the day the tournament is scheduled, for any area on Lake Erie west of 

Vermilion, OH. 

8) The heaviest OHIO limit will be the tournament winner, in the event of a tie, the prize will be given 

to the team with the largest single perch. There will also be prizes given for the team that brings in 

the Biggest Perch, Biggest Sheepshead, and Biggest All Species (non-perch and sheepshead). 

Winners will be determined by length, with weight as a tie breaker. 

9) The tournament will be fished on Lake Erie in U.S. waters only (Ohio & Michigan). 

10) Entry fee is $160 per team, entry form and payment must be turned in no later than Friday, 

August 26th, 2022. We accept Cash, Checks, or a deposit can be made directly to the Perch 

Tournament account at Eight Federal Credit Union. Please make checks payable to Local 8 

Perch Tournament. 

11) Any team found violating any of these rules will be disqualified. 

12) A Captain’s Meeting will be held the Friday before the tournament at the shelter house to go over 

rules. At this time any clarifications of rules will be made. At least one member from each team 

must attend the Captain’s Meeting.
